
WHY? 
Consider this analogy: if a doctor tells an obese patient, "If you don't lose 80 pounds, you will die," 
the patient will have a strong reason—an undeniable "why"—to stay the course and lose the 
weight. The stronger and clearer the "why," the more likely they are to succeed. Conversely, if the 
"why" is unclear or lacks urgency, people are less likely to stay committed.
